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Resumo: A pesquisa investiga agdes museoldgicas no Ponto de Memoria, na Cidade
Estrutural, area periférica a 16 quildmetros de Brasilia, capital do Brasil, no periodo de 2011
a 2019. O estabelecimento da cidade Estrutural na década de 1960 teve origem nas
atividades de catadores de coleta seletiva que fixaram moradia ao redor do lixdo. Na década
de 1990 sofreu grande adensamento irregular estimulando o alto indice de criminalidade
social e ambiental, perdendo as referéncias biofilicas. Iniciativa comunitaria de memoria e
Museologia Social, incentivada pelo Instituto Brasileiro de Museus, desde a sua fundacio, o
Ponto de Memoria conduziu inimeras agdes museais em inventario, exposicdo, acao
cultural e conservacao participativa. Esses processos foram analisados a partir de conceitos
dabiofilia para verificar se ha referéncias biofilicas nas acdes museais que possam estimular
a autocriacdo e a solidariedade. A metodologia de pesquisa é qualitativa, integrando a
pesquisa-acdo, que preconiza o didlogo entre os participantes a fim de estimular o
protagonismo nas ac¢des e decisdes. Os resultados constataram a presenca de uma
Museologia Biéfila, com praticas museoldgicas abundantes em vitalidade, criacdo e
cooperacao, e forte vinculo com as questdes da preservagao.
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Abstract: The research explores museological actions from 2011 to 2019 at the Memory
Point in the periphery town known as Estrutural, 16 kilometers from the capital of Brazil,
Brasilia. The founding of Estrutural in the 1960s originated from the activities of selective
refuse collectors who settled around the dump. In the 1990s, Estrutural suffered huge
irregular population density, which stimulated high indices of social and environmental
crime, and the loss of biophilic references. The Memory Point has conducted numerous
museum actions through inventories, exhibitions, cultural action and participatory
conservation since its foundation This was encouraged by the Brazilian Museum Institute
and community initiative for remembrance and social museology. Based on biophilic
concepts, these processes were analyzed to verify if there were biophilic references in the
museum actions that could stimulate self-creation and solidarity. The research
methodology is qualitative, integrating action and research, which advocates dialogue
between participants in order to encourage protagonism in actions and decisions. The
results confirmed the presence of Biophilic Museology, with museological practices
abundant in vitality, creation and cooperation, and a strong link with preservation issues.
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
